Captain's report

The start of the season kick off could not have gone better, twenty two luck members managed to make it down to this lovely links course to battle it out for prizes more precious than gold. The scoring was as good as the weather but as is often the case there could only be one winner and that was Henry Elliot. Dr Elliot managed to overcome the handicap of 'familiarity breeding contempt' with an excellent score of 38pts on his home course. Keeping him honest, as she is no doubt used to doing, was Alison Thomson another 'West Kilbridian' with 37pts. The third spot or, perhaps more accurately, best visitor, fell to Ian Reid who was inspired by the golf and beard of his playing partner and reigning Club Champion, Donny Black.

As promised we returned to Buchanan Castle, which had been washed out last year and where rewarded with a glorious day (with the exception of a heavy shower on the front nine). The results of this outing have unfortunately been lost in the mists of time or to be more precise in the boot of the Secretary’s car. One thing that is know however is that the winner could not have been Henry Elliot, also a member at Buchanan Castle but only because he was unable to attend. Nevertheless we salute the unknown and now sadly unsung winner.

In contrast to the Buchanan Castle amnesic debacle the third outing of the year will long live in the memory of those who participated for two things, first the beauty and condition of the courses which were bathed in glorious sunshine and second for the almost comical lack of organisation. Those who took advantage of the former and stoically ignored the latter best were in ascending order of genius, John Clutterbuck 37pts, Ian Hamilton 37pts and Thomas Martin 38pts. This remained the case for most of the round with only a few brief showers on the back nine. The holder of the Quaich, John McCarron had the foresight to bring it along without having been reminded by an increasing forgetful secretary. This foresight might be required next year as John duly retained the Quaich with a score of 43pts, well ahead of Hugh Shannon and James McGoldrick with 40pts each. There was also an additional prize awarded for the outstanding achievement of starting 2-4-3-2 for 14 pts over the opening 4 holes by Andy Dragsnes who then faltered and could only manage to finish with 39 pts!
