Spring 2002: Edward MacKechnie, who previous represented Mr Fhimah, takes over as Mr Al Megrahi solicitor. Margaret Scott QC is subsequently instructed to help prepare an application to the Scottish Criminal Cases Review Commission (SCCRC).

September 2003: The application is submitted to the SCCRC, which runs to over 400 pages.

February 2005: Mr Al Megrahi was moved from Barlinnie to an open wing of Greenock Prison.

August 2005: Edward MacKechnie stands down as Mr Al Megrahi’s solicitor and was replaced by Tony Kelly of Taylor & Kelly Solicitors of Coatbridge. Margaret Scott QC continues to be retained.

June 28th 2007: The SCCRC refers case back to the appeal court.
