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As the prosecution case draws to a close evidence relating to the Autumn Leaves enquiry was heard in court. German police officers told that court about searches that had taken place in a flat in Neuss in October 1988. The flat belonged to a man believed to a member of the PFLP-GC. The court was shown a photograph of a table in the flat which was covered in wires, soldering equipment and other items. Witnesses said that explosives and bomb making equipment had been seized as part of this investigation from Palestinian groups.

In the special defence lodged by the two accused, the PFLP-GC are named as responsible for the Lockerbie disaster. The cross examination by the defence focused on whether a number of radio cassettes, found in the basement, were left in this flat following the first police raid. One senior officer said that they could have been 'spirited away' between the first and second police raid.

The trial continues on Monday and the prosecution case is expected to close on Monday or Tuesday. It has been suggested that there will then be a short adjournment until the following week when the defence will then either make a 'no case to answer' submission (see October 3 news story) or present the defence case.
