· Numbers: dealing with dates, time, money

· Expressing language difficulties

· Location of people / things

· Shopping

· Eating out

· Visiting a Japanese house

· Getting around Japan

· Describing a typical day

· Introduction to the Japanese writing system

· Japanese social etiquette.
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Test Yourself: For Post-Beginners’ Level

	The Post-beginners’ level will assume that participants have sufficient knowledge of Japanese to cope adequately with the topics covered in the Beginners’ Level course.

The main aim of this course is to develop conversational skills in Japanese but participants will also be encouraged to learn Japanese writing.

The course will include the following topics:

· Making / receiving telephone calls

· Ask for what you want in a shop

· Giving and receiving

· Asking and stating preferences

· Holiday plans – hotels/reservations/restaurants, etc.

· Requests and orders

· Giving directions

As in the Beginners’ Level, the course will also offer valuable insight into
