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In continuing proceedings today objections were raised regarding the lodging as evidence of the 1991 Aircraft Accident Investigation Branch Report. The members of Counsel for both accused objected on the ground that were a jury hearing the trial, the document would not be permitted. After conferring with his Bench Lord Sutherland responded that judges were used to receiving documentary evidence which may or may not be relevant and as such he would permit its lodging.

Later evidence was heard from members of the investigating team regarding the "Black Box" recorder recovered.
