What is the A&F PET?

The Practice Enhancement Tool is an annual survey to support 

teaching staff. It was designed to enable you to consider and 

feedback on how your assessment practices embed the Learning 

Through Assessment (LTA) pillars.

 

The results of this survey are displayed in School and College view 

on dashboards, to support evidencing of best practice and areas 

where further support can be offered. 



When is the A&F PET taking place?

The Practice Enhancement Tool will launch on the 26th March 2026.

The survey will stay open for one month, and close on the 26th April 
2026. 

The survey can be completed via individual Qualtrics survey links, 
which will be emailed directly to all teaching staff members.



Who can complete the A&F PET?

All teaching staff members can complete the A&F PET, at any stage in 
their career.

This year, there will be a mix of mandatory and optional questions, 
allowing you complete the parts of the survey you feel able to.

Due to engagement with the A&F PET in 2024 and 2025, further 
support for colleagues was rolled out across the University:

Continued development of the Assessment & Feedback Hub with colleague-
led content; a key resource to enhance the support for teaching staff to review 
and change assessment and feedback practices.

Assessment Changes Workshops led by Academic and Digital Development to 
support assessment changes at a College level.

The LTA has been embedded in learning on the PGCAP, with 120 staff annually 
benefitting from learning on it.
