What Information BrainIT Collects
When you register for a BrainIT meeting or choose to receive details about future BrainIT updates, activities, and meetings we collect:
· Your name
· Your organisation/institution (if provided)
· Your email address
Additionally, as part of organising a BrainIT meeting we may collect and store information relevant for the purposes of organising that particular meeting (e.g. request to attend the dinner, presentation details..etc).
How BrainIT Uses Your Information
We use your information to:
· Send you emails about BrainIT updates, activities, and meetings.
· Organise the BrainIT Meeting.
We will not sell or share your information with third parties
Legal Basis for Processing
We collect and use your information based on your explicit consent, which you give by actively selecting to receive emails about BrainIT updates, activities, and meetings and when you register for a particular BrainIT Meeting.
You have the right to withdraw your consent at any time.
How to Stop Receiving Emails
You can stop emails being sent to you about BrainIT by filling in the BrainIT – Removal of Contact Details form. 
We will then remove your details from our communication list and stop sending you information about BrainIT updates, activities, and meetings.
How BrainIT Stores Your Data
Your data is stored securely. All reasonable steps are taken to protect your information and keep it confidential.
Your Data Rights
Under the GDPR, you have the rights to:
· Access the data we hold about you
· Ask us to correct or delete your data
· Withdraw your consent at any time
