	The Impact of Migrant Children in Glasgow Schools

	Proposed project purpose and aims

Why is your organisation interested in having this research done and what are the main aims you envisage for the research?
	CSMP is seeking to build a broad evidence base regarding the various impacts of migration in Scotland as a means of informing future policy decisions in this area.  There is anecdotal evidence that the presence of migrant children has had an impact on attainment levels in Glasgow schools, and has also influenced the approach of teachers and students alike with regard to issues of tolerance and cultural diversity.  This research will consider such assertions and seek to build a picture of the actual impact that migrant children and families have had in the city’s schools. 

	Proposed project research process

How would you envisage that the research will be undertaken? What support can you offer to the student for example in facilitating access to relevant participants, documents, other sources of information etc.
	The research will consist of document and statistical analysis and interviews, carried out during Summer 2013.

The student will analyse relevant reports and records produced by Glasgow City Council and the council’s English as an Additional Language (EAL) Team and undertake statistical analysis of Council data relating to achievement and attainment.  He / she will also be given access to EAL staff members during the interview phase of the project, while CSMP will provide access to wider research material and documentation of relevance to the project aims.
Further to the completion of the dissertation, the student will complete a one month internship with the CSMP Team.  During this time, they will be asked to produce briefings and reports outlining the research findings.  They will then have the opportunity to present these to senior politicians and officers within COSLA and Glasgow City Council.
