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The prosecution case in the Lockerbie trial ended on Monday. Richard Keen intimated to the court that a 'no case to answer submission' will be made on behalf of the second accused, Fhimah. Lord Sutherland asked if the submission could be made tomorrow but Keen suggested it may take until next week to gather his references. The submission, if successful, will result in the acquittal of the second accused. A similar submission has not been made in respect of the first accused. For a 'no case to answer' submission to succeed it must be shown that there is insufficient evidence in law to justify a conviction at that stage. 

During the course of the trial and the evidence of 250 witnesses it is clear that less evidence has related directly to the second accused compared to the first. The question judges will have to answer is whether the quality of that evidence is enough to lead to conviction on any of the charges before the court. 

On the last day of the prosecution case intelligence personnel were heard from together with Pierre Salinger, the former chief foreign correspondent for the ABC network. He claimed to know who had caused the Lockerbie disaster and said it was not the two accused. He had interviewed the two accused and the transcript of the interview with Al Megrahi was referred to in court. When asked how the interview was arranged the question was objected to by the defence and was not answered. Leaving the court Salinger was exasperated and told the court that he knew exactly who committed the crime. Lord Sutherland told him that if he wished to make a point he would have to do so outside. 

The case continues tomorrow with a submission from Bill Taylor regarding the defence case.
