What to do at a very early stage of the preparation of your application
As soon as you begin to consider an application for external funds as Principal Investigator (PI), please:

1. Tell your line manager or Head of Subject/Cluster/Research and Training Group (RTG).  This will give them time to consider the staffing and workload implications of any proposed research project, were a grant application to be successful.
