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Today the High Court in Edinburgh allowed a further 6 weeks for Megrahi's legal advisor to lodge their grounds of appeal against their client's conviction.

The extension is granted by the clerk of the High Court, not by a judge. However it is reasonable to suppose that a senior judge was consulted about this move. As a total of 18 weeks has now been allowed for the lodging of grounds of appeal, i.e. 3 times the normal period allowed, it seems unlikely that any further extension will be granted except on special cause.
