Learning and teaching takes place through a number of modes:

Residence Abroad
The learning experience is enhanced by one compulsory period of residence in a German-speaking country. In
addition to the essential linguistic and cultural immersion provided, the period of residence abroad offers positive
opportunities for independent learning and intellectual and personal development.

Summative assessment is carefully positioned in the context of each course with regard to the development of
core knowledge and skills. Assessment is delivered through:

oral and written examinations

class tests

presentations

essays

dissertation
